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their systematic Association in the network.
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2017 marked the 25th anniversary of the UNESCO programme “UNITWIN” (abbreviation
of “University Twinings”), the part of which are International UNESCO Chairs.
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The programme was launched in 1992 under the former Director-General Federico
Major to strengthen training and research through inter-university cooperation, especially
in developing countries|[1].

At the very beginning, the Chairs were created as a mechanism for providing intellectual
assistance to countries with an absent or underdeveloped university structure. Later, in
accordance with the decisions of the UNESCO Executive Board, the functions of the
Chairs were adjusted in the context of increased interest from developed countries, as well
as in connection with the UNESCO decisions concerning the Organization’s programmes
in Central and Eastern Europe.

Overthe years, the UNESCO UNITWIN/Chair programme has become the main form of
development of inter-university cooperation, assistance in improving the quality of teaching,
training and research. According to the Resolution of the Executive Board of UNESCO
(DOC. 201 EX / 36, item 36, 2017), which reviewed the results of the UNESCO Chairs
activity and reached a decision on the celebration the 25th anniversary of the UNITWIN/
UNESCO Chairs programme, this is one of the most fruitful initiatives of the Organization,
which is still welcomed by the entire University and scientific community of the world.

In 2007, the main strategic directions of the programme were revised (DOC.176
EX/10, 2007), according to which the primary focus is paid to the creation of new-
generation UNESCO Chairs, their formation as regional poles of excellence, and
their systematic association in the Networks. At the same time, the main emphasis
is on the relevance of the subject, the quality of the results, as well as innovation and
interdisciplinarity [2].

In 2017, preparation for summing up the results and celebrating the 65th anniversary
of another UNESCO educational project, the longest and one of the most successful —
UNESCO Associated Schools Project Network (ASPNet) was begun.

The Preambles to the UN Charter and UNESCO Constitution clearly demonstrate
the political atmosphere in which the idea of the project arose: just ended the devastating
Second World War, the continuing disagreements and significant distrust between
countries, the desire to avoid a new world war and the subsequent destruction of the
world as a whole, the desire for a real and lasting peace. “That since wars begin in the
minds of men, it is in the minds of men that the defences of peace must be constructed”.
To paraphrase the Preamble to the UNESCO Constitution, one of the Coordinators
of the UNESCO Associated Schools Project will later say: “That since wars begin in
the minds of adults, it is in the minds of children that the defences of peace must be
constructed”.

In 1952, the 7th session of the UNESCO General Conference adopted a Resolution
stressing the need to “promote the development of education for the activities of the
United Nations and the Specialized Agencies, as well as the principles of the Universal
Declaration of Human Rights”. Thus, the challenge “to teach peace” the younger
generation and idea of involving educational institutions in the multifaceted UNESCO
activities arises.

For decades, the development of ASPNet activity was conditioned by the trends and
challenges that occurred in the world community and were discussed at the Organization’s
forums as a catalyst center for these innovations. According to Libya Saldari, International
Project Coordinator (2010-2015), it was a “sensitive tuning fork” to everything that is
happening in the world and at the same time initiator of new beginnings in the practice of
school education. The boundaries of studying the documents of the UN and UNESCO were
broadened, there were new themes and directions appeared in the practice of the project.
According to the assessment of the Executive Secretary of the Commission of the Russian
Federation for UNESCO, G. Ordzhonikidze, at present UNESCO Associated Schools are
considered to be centers of excellence for elaboration, approbation and dissemination of
the best educational practices.

It should be noted that at the very beginning of ASPNet, its possible integration with the
UNITWIN programme was outlined[3,4].

The project participants were expected to include not only schools, kindergartens and
pedagogical institutes, but also universities, which would help to predict interdisciplinary
approaches to the study and education of the culture of peace. However, given the special
nature and autonomy of higher education institutions, in 1977 it was decided to provide
for them special networks. The time has passed before the project “UNITWIN/UNESCO
Chairs” was established by UNESCO in 1992. And the time passed before the Coordinating
Committee of the UNESCO Chairs of the Russian Federation in 2011 proposed to unite
the creative potential of interaction between the two educational projects.

The first to implement such cooperation in 2012 was the UNESCO Chair at the
Herzen State Pedagogical University in cooperation with the UNESCO School of the
Postgraduate Pedagogical Education Academy in St. Petersburg (“UNESCO at School”
competition) and the UNESCO Chair at the “TISBI” University (Kazan ) in cooperation
with the District Educational and Methodological Center for the Training of disabled
people in the Volga Federal District (All-Russian profile inclusive camp “Preserving
Heritage”).

Taking into account the significant achievements of the UNESCO Chairsand UNESCO
Associated Schools in the implementation of the Organization’s educational initiatives, on
the eve of the anniversary dates of the projects, the Commission of the Russian Federation
proposed to consolidate their cooperation as a strategic direction for achieving the SDGs
and the qualitative implementation of the objectives in the field of the “Education-2030”
programme. This proposal is embodied in one of the most recent documents of the Executive
Board of UNESCO (DOC. 201 EX / 36, item 36, 2017): to strengthen cooperation between
the educational Networks of UNITWIN and UNESCO Associated Schools through the
development of joint flagship projects.

In the context of modern strategic directions in the field of education, the UNESCO
Chair of Herzen University is currently building its activity.

On the one part, the Chair is guided by an important decision of the 176th session of
the UNESCO Executive Board, according to which the work of the UNESCO Chairs
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acquires a network character. The Chair is a member of the Coordinating Committee of
the UNESCO Chairs of the Russian Federation at the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and
effectively interacts with 30 Russian Chairs for education. In order to strengthen regional
cooperation, our Chair coordinates UNESCO’s pedagogical network, which includes
about 50 educational institutions in 8 countries.

On the other part, with the support of the National Coordinator of ASPNet, the
Chair develops synergies with UNESCO schools. The most important apect is the
development of a specific global model — “education for sustainable development” —
within Russian pedagogical education. Priority areas in such work for the Chair are:
environmental education in the pedagogical process as the worldview basis of ESD;
interdisciplinary pedagogical programme, based on the model of Liberal arts and
Sciences [5,6].

We see the Chair as a scientific and methodological center of North-West Russia,
which will unite UNESCO Associated Schools in the region under the theme “Natural
and cultural heritage”. This topic is one of the priority designated by SDG 11, carrying
an intersectoral value. In addition, this topic is one of the main ones recognized by
ASPNet.

Also, the Chair prepared for the implementation pedagogical programmes on the model
of “Artes Liberales” for the levels of master’s and additional education, which will promote
the development of interdisciplinary partnership, exchange of experience and best practices
with experts of UNESCO Chairs and schools.
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
