The culture of Italy for centuries absorbed the best achievements of the culture of the
Mediterranean and the East, combining them with European features. As an average
European state, it is actively trying to apply culture as the main element of its foreign policy.
The Italian concept of "soft power" was interpreted in its own understanding — "Dolce potere"
(soft power). The policy of "soft power"” involves the comprehensive development of public
and cultural diplomacy, promotion of culture and language of the Italian people. Italy is able
to demonstrate an exemplary instance of such diplomacy. The country strives to active
formation of international Italian-speaking community, emphasizing the attractiveness of Italy
and its brand "Made in Italy”. Italy uses cultural diplomacy to promote its own cultural
heritage and historical experience in order to obtain certain preferences in international
relations. The methodology of Italian cultural diplomacy is identified with the concept of "soft
power", which serves to strengthen geopolitical positions, resolve foreign policy tasks of the
state, and promotes convergence of views on various aspects of interaction with foreign
countries. This work is devoted to the study of Italian cultural diplomacy and its application
in practice, the features of "soft power™ tools and the identification of the effectiveness of
cultural diplomacy in promoting the country's foreign policy vector during the coronavirus
pandemic. The need to transfer most of the culture to the institutions of foreign policy and

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Abstract. Historical memory of the nation is a set of memories about historical events
that passes from generation to generation. For the Chinese people the events of the Sino-
Japanese War 1937-1945 are of particular significance, just the same as for the Russians is
our memory of the Great Patriotic War. Nevertheless, the historical memory of the Chinese
people about those events was controlled and changed by the Communist Party. There was
even a period when the war was completely forgotten. In this paper, the evolution of the
historical memory of the Chinese about the war was studied, so the periods of its changes
were identified. These changes affected on the attitude of the Chinese towards the Japanese:
by the end of the 1990s, the number of anti-Japanese speeches in China reached a peak, so
since 2005 Beijing decided to change its policy. There are a number of studies about the
historical memory’s impact on Sino-Japanese relations written by the authors, who conclude
that the historical memory effects negatively on the relations between China and Japan. The
analysis in this article reveals areas where the influence of historical memory is practically
absent. Firstly, these are trade relations between the countries, which are only getting
stronger every year. Secondly, even in resolving controversial issues about Senkaku Islands
and during the escalation of the Taiwan crisis, China did not appeal to the historical memory
of the 1937-1945. Thirdly, some specific provocations of Japan were also sometimes ignored
by the Communist Party (the Chinese people, however, pay attention to all of these incidents).
Thus, it can be noted that the historical memory is an important aspect to shape the PRC’s
policy, but it is not a determining factor in Sino-Japanese relations.

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Introduction. The Memory was first considered as a sociological
phenomenon in 1925 by the Frenchman Maurice Halbwachs in “The Social
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Framework of Memory” [1]. Later the sociologist continued to study this
concept and in 1950 wrote the article “Historical Memory”, which described the
idea of the collective memory for the first time ever. The author concluded that
each person has two types of memory that are closely related: the first one is his
own memory (the internal one), and the second is the memory of his
environment (the external one) [2].

The collective memory can be represented both in a narrow sense as the
memories of parents and grandparents that are passed on their children, and in a
broader sense as the memory of an entire nation. This article will examine the
historical memory of the Chinese about the Sino-Japanese War of 1937-1945. It
IS an important stage in the history of the country, which influenced the further
development of China and the formation of international relations in Southeast
Asia [3, p. 526].

Japan’s claims to the sovereignty of China began long before 1937, when
a full-scale invasion of Japanese troops into Chinese territory began after the
incident on the Marco Polo Bridge (aka the Lugogiao Incident). Although some
Chinese researchers and politicians consider the “Events of September, 18" to
be a starting point of the War in 1931.

The war is divided into 4 periods [3, p. 531]:

1. July 1937 — October 1938;

2. November 1938 — December 1941;

3. December 1941 — August 1945;

4. August 1945 — September 1945.

During the first stage Japan waged an aggressive conquest war. China
could not offer worthy resistance, so different cities, including Beijing, Tianjin,
Shanghai, Nanjing, Wuhan, Guangzhou, were occupied in the first months of the
war. The Japanese planned the victory to be fast, but the Guomindang (GMD)
government refused to capitulate. Then the Empire switched to the attrition
tactic, it was the second period of the war. The attacks were halted, only a
couple of operations were carried out. In 1941, both Japan and China joined the
World War Il and the active hostilities in China resumed in 1941, 1942 and
1944. Zhengzhou, Luoyang, Changsha, Guilin were also occupied by the
Japanese, but the GMD still refused to surrender. The fourth period is the
shortest, but no less important, when Japan finally capitulated and the bloody for
each state Second World War ended [3, p. 531-535].
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Each country had their time to comprehend the war. Veterans in the
USSR, USA, Germany had a sort of public authority back in their countries,
they actively recorded and analyzed all the events of the past years in their
memoirs. The situation in China was completely different. The Chinese
government consigned to oblivion everything that happened during the War, so
the genre of military memoirs was absent there. While China remained silent,
Japan systematically deleted everything mentioning of its war crimes [4].

Right after the World War Il ended a Civil War started in China and
lasted for 4 years (1945-1949). China was divided into two parts and actually
had two governments. Both the GMD Party led by Chiang Kai-shek, and the
Communist Party led by Mao Zedong said they did not want retributions for the
crimes of Japanese soldiers. In 1954, after the formation of the People's
Republic of China, tribunals were held in Shenyang and Taiyuan, where only 45
out of 1108 prisoners of war were convicted, the rest were allowed to return to
Japan. But in 1964 even these 45 convicts were repatriated. In the same year,
Zhou Enlai said that the Sino-Japanese relations of the past 60 years should be
forgotten, since they have no weight against friendship between countries in two
thousand years, therefore there is no need to sow enmity and pass hatred on to
future generations [5, p. 464].

A lot of Western authors begin to analyze historical memory and its
evolution from the moment of the PRC founding in 1949. There are 4 stages in
of the evolution of the Chinese people’s historical memory [5, p. 465]:

1.1949-1982 — was a period when Sino-Japanese War was almost
“forgotten”.

2. Since the mid-1980s the government started a new educating campaign
that brought all the wartime memories back.

3. By the end of the 1990s this campaign led to an increase of anti-
Japanese protests.

4. Since 2005 they implement a new policy of control.

In 1972, negotiations were held between China and Japan in order to
normalize their relations, therefore, 2022 marks the 50th anniversary of the
Sino-Japanese relations’ stabilization. That year Mao Zedong refused Japanese
post-war reparations, but in 1978 Deng Xiaoping demanded them from Tokyo
again. So, in 1979-1983 Japan paid China 1.4 billion dollars, and in 19841989
they paid 2.1 billion dollars. In the 1990s the payment of compensation was
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suspended due to China's nuclear tests, and in the 2000s it was completely
discontinued.

Since the 1980s a lot of films, TV-shows, books and articles about the
Sino-Japanese War were released. This was primarily due to the Deng
Xiaoping’s Chinese economic reform. Thus, we see that the historical memory
of the Chinese people was corrected and changed by the Chinese Communist
Party [5, p. 469]: after the PRC was found it was not “allowed” to talk about the
War with Japan, and after the Mao Zedong’s death this theme became relevant.

During the 1980s the PRC and the USSR relations got better, same as Japan
became closer to the USA. Beijing was not satisfied with the Tokyo’s and
Washington’s support of Taiwan. By that time China’s benevolent amnesia was
over and the Communist Party started a patriotic education campaign. They
provided the nation with the information of all the crimes that took place in 1931—
1945,

By the end of the XX century several memorial complexes were opened
in China: in 1984 one was opened in Nanjing (dedicated to the Nanjing
massacre that happened in December 1937), in 1987 and in 1992 two more
complexes were opened in Beijing and in Shenyang. Here we need to say that
during the previous decades a few memorial complexes were also opened, but
the main idea of them was not to show the confrontation between the two
countries, but to show the heroism of the communists. Museums and the
complexes of the 80-90s have a completely different character, they are not
about the communists, but about whole nation’s suffering from the Japanese
soldiers [5, p. 471].

In the 1990s China’s government did not mean to stimulate anti-Japanese
movements, they intended to gain nation’s support for the party in any way. And
it happened that revealing all those committed during the War crimes was a
working method. At the turn of the century, many activists began to demand
from Japan an apology and compensation for everything that happened during
the Sino-Japanese War. They also opposed China’s economic cooperation with
Japan. So, in 2000, it was proposed to make two days of mourning: September
18™ (on this day in 1931, Japan began its aggressive activities in China) and
December 13" (the day when Japanese troops entered Nanjing in 1937 and
started Nanjing massacre). This proposal was discussed at meetings of the NPC,
but the bill was not approved [5, p. 474].
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Thus, at the late 1990s there was a rapid growth of anti-Japanese
sentiments in China, which happened partly at the will of the CCP. As long as
they decided to unite people against one enemy via remembering the crimes of
Japanese soldiers, they thereby rallied the nation and increased the people’s
loyalty to the government.

Results of the study and their discussion. From 2002 to 2012 Hu Jintao
was the leader of the People's Republic of China. By 2005 it became clear that
the anti-Japanese activities went beyond the boundaries of the “historical re-
education” and undermined not only diplomatic relations between the countries
but also the internal stability. For example, in 2005 Japan tried to become a
member of the UN Security Council, but 2.5 million Chinese people within one
week only signed a petition against it. On April 9, anti-Japan protests were held
across the country. In Shanghai, 20,000 demonstrators even smashed some
Japanese businesses and the embassy. Then Beijing decided to return to the
policy that existed before 1982, when the historical memory was “under control”
and relations between countries were quite friendly [5, p. 473].

Here we can conclude that the historical memory of the Chinese has its
own specifics: it can be controlled and regulated by the Communist Party. This
happens very effectively due to the high level of loyalty of the people to their
government.

In 2012, Xi Jinping became the head of the state. His policy comes down
to the fact that the past must be honored and remembered, since history is a link
that unites entire Chinese people. In 2014 (this year was dedicated to the 69th
anniversary of the Sino-Japanese War) President Xi turned his attention to the
Nanjing events of 1937, declaring December 13" as the official Day of
Remembrance for the victims of the massacre, and September 3™ as Victory
Day. In the preceding years China had an image of a victim, but now this image
was changed. It turned into a victor. So, the victory was the main point of new
historical memory policy, not those crimes and horrors (they were not forgotten
although). Honoring the victors is fundamental to Xi Jinping's policy [6].

In 2019, the Japanese company Sony chose December 13" as the release
date for their new product with the slogan “never compromise”, which outraged
the Chinese. The same thing happened in 2020, when Sony announced the
launch of a new product on July 7" (the anniversary of the Marco Polo bridge
incident). The next year Sony once again presented their new product on July
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7™ Netizens were first to pay attention to this, Sony apologized and removed the
ad. The Chinese government fined the Japanese company 1 million yuan, as it
violated the law on advertising, but it happened only in 2021 [7].

In the early 2000s websites dedicated to the events of the Sino-Japanese
War began to appear in China, so users could speak in a rather harsh and rude
way about the modern Japanese. The Chinese signed several petitions against
economic cooperation between the two countries, they also called for a boycott
of these same products. Despite the fact that now the degree of hatred is way
lower than it was at the beginning of the 21st century, we can see that such
moments remain very annoying for Chinese society during these two decades.

Despite such incidents, trade relations between China and Japan are
developing. Thus, in 2021, the turnover of goods between the countries
increased by 9.4% compared to the previous year [8]. In June 2022, goods worth
$14.8B were exported to Japan, which allowed the country to take third place in
China's priority export destinations (after the United States and South Korea). It
must be said that the import of Japanese goods to China is also large. In June
2022, there were imported goods to China worth $15.9B, which makes Japan the
second country in the list of PRC’s importers (South Korea is the first one) [9].
In addition, the amount of Direct Investment from China to Japan is $0.5billion,
the Direct Investment from Japan to China is $3.4billion. Even the Sony
company claimed the income of their Chinese branch is growing every year.
And on January 1%, 2022, China, Japan and South Korea signed a Regional
Comprehensive Economic Partnership (RCEP) that will deepen economic
interdependence in East Asia by building more integrated supply chains. So,
China and Japan remains partners that develop their relations from to year,
despite any scandals [10].

We also need to pay attention to the Yasukuni Shrine in Tokyo, where the
Japanese worship the souls of warriors who fell in battle for the country and the
emperor. In 1959, the list of the persons revered in the temple was replenished
with the names of soldiers who participated in the Sino-Japanese War, including
the names of criminals of the ranks “C” and “B”. And in 1978, even criminals of
rank “A” began to be venerated in the temple. They were all called the “martyrs”.
According to the severity of the crimes committed during the War, the Japanese
soldiers and commanders were sent to the tribunal and divided into three ranks:
“A”, “B” and “C”, the “A” rank included those who were accused of the cruelest
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crimes. Every year on August 15", the day the Second World War ended,
memorial services are held in the temple in honor of the fallen soldiers. Even
though the Japanese government no longer openly supports these activities of the
temple, there is great number of citizens who visit the temple [11].

This temple causes a great resentment among the Chinese. So, in the early
2000s a Chinese activist traveled to Japan and painted graffiti “Go to hell” on
the walls of the temple in order to protest. Such incidents never happened again,
although Chinese netizens continue to express their dissatisfaction with the fact
that Japanese politicians visit this temple quite often. Since 2001, the then Prime
Minister of Japan, Junichiro Koizumi, visited the Yasukuni Shrine every year,
but the reaction of Chinese politicians followed only 4 years later. In 2005,
Chinese Foreign Minister Kun Quan stated that the PRC leadership “strongly
protests the visit of the Yasukuni Shrine by Japanese leaders”.

The next Prime Minister of Japan, Shinzo Abe, was more prudent: first, he
refrained from visiting the temple in order to prevent conflicts. In 2006—-2007
and 2012-2020 he served as Prime Minister of Japan and visited China 6 times:
in 2006, 2014, 2016, 2018, 2019 (in total, the Japanese politicians visited China
25 times from 1972 to 2019, the same number of times the Chinese politicians
visited Japan during the same period). In 2006, instead of visiting Yasukuni on
August 15th, Prime Minister sent a gift to the temple (it was a bonsai), but in
2013 he paid a visit there, which caused criticism. Then Chinese Foreign
Minister Wang Yi had a conversation with the Japanese ambassador about the
Yasukuni Shrine, he also protested and noted that Japan should remember the
lessons of history [12].

After Abe resigned, he visited the temple twice in 2020 and 2021 [13]. He
was killed on July 8, 2022, and Chinese Premier Li Kegiang sent a letter of
condolences to the Japanese side expressing the regrets of the entire government
over Abe’s death [14], the reaction of the Chinese netizens was not so
unambiguous

In 2019, Chinese Foreign Ministry spokeswoman Hua Chunying also
expressed concern about Yasukuni Shrine as more Japanese politicians were
seen there. Abe’s successor Fumio Kishida in 2021 refused to visit the temple
too, he only sent a gift there, but even this gesture aroused the indignation of the
Chinese government. On August 13, 2022, the Minister of Economy, Trade and
Industry of Japan, Yasutoshi Nishimura, visited Yasukuni, and the Chinese
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reaction was not long in coming: the official representative of the Chinese
Ministry of Foreign Affairs, Wang Wenbin, said that Japan confirms its
commitment to its erroneous views on historical events, Japan needs to
reconsider its position regarding the country’s aggressive actions in the past and
“take some real steps to regain the trust of Asian countries and the international
community” [15].

Also, the Chinese reacted very critically to the news that on August 4,
2022, the Japanese government paid less than $1 to victims of war crimes from
South Korea (both Koreans and Chinese people suffered from Japanese
aggression during the war) [16]. Here we should also mention the moment,
when Japan decided to stop funding UNESCO, when the organization proposed
to include materials about “comfort women” in the World Heritage List in 2017.
Here, even the Chinese Foreign Ministry did not stand aside: its official
representative stated that Japan should be more “responsible” in rethinking this
topic [17, p. 245].

Thus, we can see that the Yasukuni Shrine and other topics related to the
Sino-Japanese War are causing general discontent in China among the people,
and the government more and more often starts to react on them too.

China and Japan have different estimates of killed people during the war,
the Japanese deny many of the crimes committed by soldiers in the occupied
territories, there is also an opinion that Japan “did not repent enough” of its
crimes after its capitulation. The Chinese government is concerned not only with
justice and truth about the events of 1931-1945, but no less significant are the
concerns about the Japan’s transformation into a powerful military state. When in
2017 Abe proposed to amend Article 9 of the Japanese Constitution, which states
that “the Japanese people forever renounce war as a sovereign right of the nation
and the threat or use of force as means of settling international disputes”, China
met this idea with criticism. Invoking history, the PRC is trying to prevent the
militarization of the neighboring state. This is especially important in some of the
disputes that have arisen between countries. For example, the territorial conflict
over the ownership of Senkaku Island, which caused a series of anti-Japanese
protests in China. In addition, we should not forget that Japan works closely with
the United States and supports the Republic of China in Taiwan. For example, in
August 2022, we saw the US take off five tanker planes and eight F15 fighter jets
from a military base on the Japanese island of Okinawa amid the US House
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Speaker Nancy Pelosi visiting Taiwan. In total, there are more than 90 American
bases in Japan [18]. Based on the fact that on August 14", 2022, the Five
Members of the US Congress arrived again in Taiwan, it can be expected that
such provocations can contribute to destabilization in the region [19].

In response to Pelosi’s actions, China announced military exercises
around Taiwan. 5 of 9 ballistic missiles reached special economic zones of
Japan. After that, the meeting of the Foreign Ministers of China and Japan,
scheduled for August 4", was canceled, and then the Japanese Foreign Ministry
spokesman criticized China. This is not the first time when the situation around
Taiwan has escalated, but Japan has previously refrained from making any
comments. Now the country is ready to take a clear stand against China, even if
it hurts Sino-Japanese relations [20].

On July 28, 2022, were published results of a survey, the purpose of
which was to find out the opinion of the Chinese people about PRC’s partner
countries. 3,000 Chinese were asked about Japan, a lot of people noted the
following associations with this state: “invasion of China,” “Nanjing massacre,”
“resistance war against Japan,” or “cruel history.” 28% of respondents maintain
a neutral attitude towards the Japanese, 36% have a positive attitude towards
them, and the same number has a negative attitude towards them. However, the
Chinese noted not only negative moments from history, they also spoke about
the developed technical potential of Japan, the culture and traditions of the
country [21].

Conclusion. We can say that the historical memory of the Sino-Japanese
War is a tool in the Chinese policy. The economic cooperation between China
and Japan is developing. So the countries are increasing their export—import
relations.

Now we are witnessing an escalation of the conflict over Taiwan, which
may have a negative impact on Sino-Japanese relations and security in the
region as a whole, but there is still no mention of the 1931-1945 years in
Beijing's statements. So, there are some fields in Chinese policy, when the
government does not appeal to the historical memory. At the same time, it does
not mean that the CCP does not take it into account at all.

The Chinese government more often expresses its dissatisfaction with the
Yasukuni Shrine, the Chinese people are even more dissatisfied with it. The
Chinese also react sharply to other actions of Japan and Japanese companies that
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hurt their historical memory. An interesting point can be noted here: by
cultivating a reverent attitude towards the events of the War among the people,
the CCP acquired the main custodian of the historical memory. We saw that
before the country’s government could refrain from any commenting all those
Japanese “incidents”, but the people have always paid attention to them
defending the memory of the War.

The formation and transformation of the political system of government, the
formation of various social institutions, culture, art, science, technological progress and the
economy are closely related to the interstate alliance, diplomatic relations and military
conflicts. In our time, when all countries are closely connected with each other in the
economic, political, etc. and other spheres, the problem of ethics is especially relevant in
international relations. The purpose of this study is to analyze the trends in international
relations that have changed due to the coronavirus pandemic. The pandemic factor provoked
an acceleration of confrontation between regional and global players and strengthened the
role of the institution of the nation state. Speaking about the policy of the European Union, it
IS obvious that they, like other states, took the “hit” of the pandemic. The international crisis
triggered by the COVID-19 pandemic has triggered a wave of predictions regarding the
establishment of a new world order. At the same time, there is the fact that the member
countries of the Union were not ready for such a scale of the epidemic, which led to
destabilization in the economic, social, political and other spheres of society. First of all, this
affected the foreign policy of the European Union, as there was a revision of values and
directions in which all allied states should move. It also caused an internal split between the
participating countries in matters of vision of the future direction of foreign policy. The
situation was also aggravated by the exit of the UK from the European Union. Analyzing the
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data of the summer economic forecast of the European Commission, the crisis affected 4% of
global GDP, with the EU GDP shrinking by 8.3%, and the GDP of the euro area countries by
8.7%, which also affects the change in the vector of the European Union's foreign policy. The
theoretical and practical significance of the study is due to the fact that the study of the
problems that have arisen in the foreign policy of the European Union in connection with the
coronavirus pandemic will inevitably affect not only the participating countries, but also
other states that actively interact with the EU. In this regard, the study of these problems will
contribute to the possibility of building a new policy by other states in relation to the
European Union.

Technical cooperation as domain of strategic interaction between Russia
and China at the present stage: realities and prospects

Abstract. Relations between Russia and China in the field of technical cooperation in the
21st century are in the nature of a strategic partnership. The article offers an analysis of the
content, features and political consequences of the joint strategic interaction of both countries
in the technical field since 2001 to 2021. The paper is devoted to the study and theoretical
analysis of literature published in periodicals, collections, and monographic studies,
dissertations of foreign and Russian authors in Russian, English and Chinese. Chinese and
Russian researchers emphasize the great importance and significance of joint technical
cooperation as one of the most important factors that plays a significant role in strengthening
trust, good neighborly, partnership relations between countries. If we turn to English-language
sources that analyze the problem of rapprochement between Russia and China in the military-
technical field, many authors adhere to the point of view that there is a threat to Europe in the
form of a shift in the vector of world domination towards the emerging alliance of the two
strongest powers. Particular attention is based on the study of the place and role of Russia and
China in the framework of joint technical cooperation. The study revealed the priority of the
military aspect as the most important area for the implementation of technical cooperation
between countries, which reflects both the economic and political interests of the two great
powers and ensures regional security. Aspects and features of conducting joint military
exercises since the beginning of the 21st century are highlighted, an assessment of the future
development and possible dynamics of relations is proposed. The factors due to which Russia
influences the technical and military-strategic potential of the PRC are analyzed. The
significance of the study is revealed through the context of global and regional security, which
may depend on the policies of countries and the chosen vector of relationships.

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Abstract. In the 21st century, the interaction between the two largest actors in
contemporary international relations — Russia and China — is characterized by a wide range of
areas of cooperation, including contacts at the highest level, strategic partnership, and joint
participation in large-scale international and regional organizations such as BRICS and the
SCO. However, the history of Russian-Chinese relations and, in historical retrospect, of Soviet-
Chinese relations has been characterized by both cooperation and confrontation in different
historical periods. Of particular interest is the normalization of Soviet-Chinese relations in the
1980s after the diplomatic conflict that began in the late 1950s. The relevance of this study lies in
the fact that the normalization of Soviet-Chinese relations had an important impact not only on
the fate of the two countries, the Soviet Union and the PRC, but also determined the outcome of
the Cold War. An analysis of the prerequisites for the normalization of Soviet-Chinese relations in
the 1980s, the process itself, and the main problems encountered by the two states on this way
represent the focus of the proposed publication. The study identifies the turning points of history
in the restoration of Sino-Soviet relations. A special place is given to the meeting held on May 18,
1989 in Beijing, which was attended by the heads of both countries: Mikhail Gorbachev and
Deng Xiaoping. As a result, a "Joint Sino-Soviet Communiqué" appeared, the main ideas of
which are presented and analyzed in the publication. This study details the genesis of the "three
obstacles"” concept put forward by Deng Xiaoping: Vietnam's withdrawal from Cambodia, Soviet
withdrawal from Afghanistan, and the reduction of the Soviet military presence on China's
northern borders. These "three obstacles” have long prevented the normalization of relations
between Moscow and Beijing. For a better understanding of the course of events, the author has
studied and presented the memories of eyewitnesses: Deputy Foreign Minister (from 1988 —
Minister of Foreign Affairs) Qian Qicheng, as well as the famous Chinese diplomat Li Jingxiang.
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The turnaround in Soviet-Chinese relations and the rapprochement between the two countries
was primarily dictated by mutual political and economic benefits: the conflict between China and
the United States over military aid to Taiwan, the arms race imposed by the United States on the
Soviet Union, China's interest in modernizing Chinese industry by specialists from our country,
and mutually beneficial trade relations between the two states. In addition, it is concluded that the
Five Principles of Peaceful Coexistence, which henceforth should guide both countries in their
foreign policy activities allowed them to concentrate on solving domestic tasks and building up
social and economic potential.

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Abstract. The influence of China's cultural policy in the framework of the One Belt, One
Road initiative covers interaction with various Asian states. The study proposes an analysis of
materials, identifying the specifics of China's interaction with other countries in the Asia-
Pacific region. As a result, it was found cultural cooperation between India and China is the
most difficult for the development of relations between the countries. It has a low efficiency of
the cultural policy of the PRC carried out in India. China's relations with the countries of
Southeast Asia are in a better state compared to India, however, there are some points
concerning territorial disputes in the South China Sea. The educational exchange between
China and Mongolia is characterized as very close and has great potential for development.
China and Kazakhstan advocate for media cooperation, support academic exchanges between
scientific personnel of the two countries, participate in the joint creation of literary works,
film and television content, in the field of translation, develop exchanges between
representatives of literature and the arts, strengthen cooperation in the humanities,
education, healthcare, sports, youth exchange and tourism. Since 2014, relations between
China and Russia have begun to reach a new level. The popularity of the Chinese language is
steadily growing in Russia. 2020 and 2021 were proclaimed the Years of Scientific, Technical
and Innovative Cooperation between the two countries. When conducting and achieving
results in its foreign cultural policy, the PRC modifies the policy towards states depending on
the presence of factors of convergence and distance.

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Abstract. The article deals with the challenges that the Chinese-Russian relations have
faced recently. Over the past 30 years, the partnership between China and Russia has
continued to develop steadily and got stronger progressively under the joint governance and
initiative of both states’ leaders. Therefore, the purpose of the article is to reveal and evaluate
the current economic situation and the prospects for economic and trade relations between
China and Russia by analyzing four economic stages. In order to achieve the goal, the
following tasks have been set: - to discuss Chinese-Russian historical regional cooperation;
- to compare the four stages of cooperation history; - to analyze the present situation, the
problems and obstacles that arose and their solutions. The relevance of the topic is connected
with the Sino-Russian economic and trade cooperation development, which is gaining peace
nowadays. The author discusses both the history of Sino-Russian relations’ development and
the problems that have appeared since 1992. The conclusion has been drawn that the trade
relationship with Russian companies is to be promoted steadily and progressively. However,
the foreign trade companies of China should not only cooperate with Russian foreign
enterprises in order to strengthen the concept of cooperation, but also improve the image of
Russian business in China. Furthermore, it is important to strengthen the awareness of both
quality and law. The states should pay greater attention to the process of the in-depth
implementation of the Asian-Pacific Economic development strategy.

Introduction. China and Russia, as friendly neighbors are linked by
mountains and rivers, and not only have close geographical relations, but also
have strong economic interdependence and complementarity. The potential
market of bilateral trade is huge. Especially in recent years, the leaders of China
and Russia frequently have exchanged visits, and the relations between China
and Russia have made great progress in various fields [1]. While promoting the
steady development of the strategic partnership between the two countries, the
economies of the two countries are growing and the scale of trade is expanding.
The two countries have carried out comprehensive and in-depth cooperation in
energy, science, technology, finance and other fields achieved fruitful results.
For China, the largest developing country, and Russia, which is on the way to
rejuvenation, evaluating the current situation and prospects of the economic and
trade relations between the two countries will help the two countries achieve
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their respective strategic goals and move towards common prosperity. The
development of bilateral trade between China and Russia has roughly gone
through the following four stages.

The first stage of cooperation history, from 1992 to 1993, was a new
period for Russia to seek foreign development after the collapse of the Soviet
Union. The trade between China and Russia was mainly through government
agreement trade and barter trade between enterprises. During this period, the
main reason for the rapid development of bilateral trade was that after the
collapse of the Soviet Union, the Russian government adopted radical reform
measures and quickly liberalized prices, but domestic goods were very scarce
and needed to be imported from China [2, pp. 19-28]. In addition, China
encourages trade with the former Soviet Union and Eastern European countries,
and promotes a large number of Chinese consumer goods to enter the Russian
market, resulting in a substantial increase in trade volume. However, this kind of
growth is not the result of the natural development of trade, so it lacks stamina.

In the second stage, from 1994 to 1996, the bilateral trade between China
and Russia gradually changed from barter trade to spot trade, and the trade scale
decreased. In 1996, the bilateral trade volume was only US $6.84 billion. The
main reason for this situation is that in 1993, Russia greatly increased import
tariffs, which reduced the profits of China's exports and inhibited exports to a
certain extent. At the same time, Russia greatly reduced export tariffs and
encouraged exports, which led to the rebound of China's imports to Russia in
1995 and 1996 [3].

The third stage of history is from 1997 to 1998. This period is mainly due
to the continuous impact of the above reasons, and the bilateral trade volume
continues to decline. In 1997, the trade volume was US $6.12 billion, down
10.5% from the previous year. In 1998, it dropped to US $5.48 billion.
However, during this period, the local border trade between the two countries
developed rapidly. In 1998, the volume of border trade increased by more than
20% over 1997, accounting for about one third of the total trade volume between
the two countries.

The fourth stage of cooperation history has been since 1999 up to the
present period. This is the most optimistic period for bilateral trade. The bilateral
trade volume has stopped falling and rebounded, maintaining rapid growth for
many years (with an average annual growth rate of 31.1%). It exceeded 10

billion US dollars in 2001, 33.39 billion US dollars in 2006 and 55 billion US
dollars in 2010.

From these four stages, it took 10 years for Chinese-Russian bilateral
trade volume to break through the top 10 billion US dollars, while it took only
three years to break through 20 billion US dollars, and the time to break through
300 billion US dollars or 40 billion US dollars is even shorter. It can be said that
the trade between China and Russia is developing well and has great potential.
By 2010, the total trade volume proposed by the leaders of the two countries
will basically reach US $60-80 billion.

Research results and their discussion

1. The current situation of regional cooperation between China and
Russia.

In the current complex of international economic environment, China and
Russia, as economic powers are playing the important role in the world’s
economic development and political stability. As China's "one belt, one road"
initiative is being implemented and implemented, China will continue to benefit
the neighboring countries at the same time of developing itself. It is self-evident
that Silk Road Economic Belt and "One belt, one road" one of the important
partners one belt, one road construction. On this basis, deepening and
strengthening trade cooperation between China and Russia is of great
significance to both sides.

2. "One belt, one road" trade cooperation between China and Russia.

China and Russia are important economic and trade partners to each other.
Under the framework of the strategic partnership of comprehensive cooperation
between China and Russia, the economic and trade cooperation between China
and Russia is constantly expanding and deepening. From 2013 to 2018, the total
bilateral trade volume between China and Russia was 683.3, 884, 635.5, 661.1,
869.6 and 1082.8 (unit: 100 million US dollars) respectively. From 2013 to
2018, the proportion of bilateral trade volume between China and Russia in
Russia's total trade volume increased year by year, which were 8.12%, 11.27%,
12.07%, 14.12%, 14.86% and 15.76% respectively. China has become Russia's
largest trade partner for the ninth consecutive year [4, c. 247-256].

China Silk Road Economic Belt "One belt, one road, one country, one
country" is the key factor for the development of the Silk Road Economic Belt.
The data in 2013 and 2018 showed that China and Russia played an important
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role in the construction of the "Silk Road Economic Belt". In the future, both
sides should seek new development direction and carry out deeper and greater
cooperation on this basis. As Andrey Denisov, the Russian ambassador in China,
said, "the comprehensive cooperation between Russia and China in promoting
the integration of the Eurasian Economic Union and the Silk Road Economic
Belt will undoubtedly become a new cornerstone of the comprehensive strategic
partnership between China and Russia in the next few years." The cooperation
between the Silk Road Economic Belt and the Eurasian Economic Union is also
an important measure to promote and develop bilateral trade between China and
Russia” [5]. On this basis, China and Russia take energy cooperation as the core,
actively promote logistics docking cooperation, and develop cooperation in
surrounding areas, e-commerce cooperation and large-scale project trade
cooperation.

3. The current problems in regional cooperation between China and
Russia.

Looking at the regional cooperation between China and Russia, it is not
difficult to see that the two sides have a high degree of overlap in the field of
regional cooperation. Russia's economic transfer is consistent with China's
development strategy of revitalizing the eastern economy and building the
Eastern Economic Zone. Both sides have new development space in the fields of
heavy industry, culture and education, tourism resources development and
technical cooperation. However, in the process of future cooperation, there are
still several obstacles that cannot be ignored [6].

Firstly, there is the question whether the attitude of the Russian side
toward the cooperation is firm. For Russia, the development of the Far East
region depends on its own efforts, which is obviously inadequate. Whether it is
to introduce labor force to inject power into economic construction, or to attract
foreign capital to strengthen technical cooperation, it needs a firm open attitude
and strong laws and regulations to support. However, considering the military
security status of the Far East, a considerable number of people are worried
about the continuous enhancement of China's national strength and the "China
Threat Theory", which will be the negative factors hindering the adherence to
the opening-up policy; The cultural core values of Russia's ethnic and religious
groups all reject the idea of opening the country to the outside world, which is
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also the deep reason why Russia always has a cautious attitude towards the
opening of the labor market.

Secondly, there is the problem connected with the establishment and
implementation of institutional mechanisms can meet the needs of bilateral
development and cooperation. Since Russia's political and economic transition,
the old system has been overthrown, and the new system is still being
established and improved [7]. When the new market economic system is not
perfect, the government's work efficiency is low, official corruption is prevalent,
and the implementation of policies and regulations is difficult. If the two sides
want to realize the cross regional development of regional cooperation, there
will be many frictions and collisions in the field of trade. If there is no effective
legal system and enforcement guarantee, the practical interests of both sides will
be lost and the deep cooperation will be shadowed.

Thirdly, the regional cooperation between the two sides faces
international competition and pressure. With China's important position in the
economic development of the Asian- Pacific region and even the world, the
cooperation between China and Russia in the region is also facing competition
and pressure from neighboring countries [8]. The current regional cooperation
between China and Russia mostly stays in general trade, lacking mutual
investment and technical cooperation. The opening up of both sides in southern
China is not one-way, but multilateral. This is bound to face competition from
cooperation with other countries. In the future development, both sides should
focus on expanding barter trade to resource joint development, project
contracting, product processing and R & D base. For the southern region of
China, we should strengthen scientific and technological cooperation with
Russia, such as aviation, marine, nuclear technology, optical fiber and other
fields where Russia has world-class core technology. At present, China has
many professionals in the field of technology [9]. In addition, China is
vigorously developing emerging science and technology industries. It is
reasonable to believe that Russia and China will make achievements in
cooperation in this regard, drive the economic restructuring of China and Russia,
and promote the economic development of the country and region.

Finally, for Russia, "China Threat Theory" has more and deeper contents.
First of all, the Russians are worried about whether China will take back the
territory of more than 1.5 million square kilometers ceded by the Qing
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government forced by the Tsarist period after it becomes a world power. Despite
the establishment of the strategic partnership of cooperation between China and
Russia and the fact that China and Russia have announced in the document that
the border and territorial issues between China and Russia have been completely
resolved, the Russians still have concerns [10]. The second problem is
connected with the anxiety about China's economic growth and development. It
is believed that China's rapid economic development has made it a world
economic power, which is weaker only to the United States, resulting in the
imbalance of the power balance between China and Russia. According to this
logic, some Russian political scientists and scholars infer; economic power is
bound to become a political power, military power, and China as a military
power is bound to pose a major threat to Russia. Finally, there are concerns
about Chinese immigrants. Under the influence of the theory of "China threat",
Russia's Anti China sentiment caused by the problem of "Chinese immigrants"
Is rising in the Far East [11]. Therefore, it is urgent to eliminate the influence of
"China Threat Theory" and increase mutual understanding.

Furthermore, there are some ideological differences between China and
Russia and the tendentiousness of Russia's foreign policy. Because of its unique
geographical position across Eurasia, most Russians have formed a unique
cultural mentality. They always put themselves in the position of European
countries. They are aware that they agree with and welcome the western culture.
When facing backward Asian countries, they have a strong sense of cultural
identity; however, it often reveals the superiority and exclusion of Russia as a
big European country intentionally or unintentionally. Faced with the contempt
of developed European countries, Russians often breed inferiority in their
consciousness, which has a great impact on their consumption behavior. On the
one hand, Russian consumers have a special "preference” for products from the
west, and they praise them almost without any choice [12]. On the other hand,
they are unwilling to pay the equivalent price for similar products from China.
Moreover, in the specific transaction negotiations, most Chinese and Russian
businesses deliberately keep the price very low, so that Chinese companies can't
make plans. Many Russians often complain that China sells the best goods to
western countries, but dumps fake goods into Russia. In fact, even if China
wants to sell high-quality products to Russia, it will have to give up trading
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opportunities because Russia has pushed the price below the cost line, and
eventually withdraw from the Russian consumer goods market [13].

4. The solutions of the problems in regional cooperation between China
and Russia.

It is necessary to change the concept of opening up and cooperation with
Russia. There are many reasons for the above-mentioned gap, but we should pay
enough attention to the reasons of the two sides' concept. It is worth thinking
about how China can give full play to its own advantages in concept, pay more
attention to the Russian market, and implement the strategy with characteristics.
China plays a key role in the effective implementation of Russia's economic and
trade strategy [14]. Firstly, the trade with Russia should be promoted step by
step. We should do well in Russia's economic and trade cooperation, avoid risks
and seek long-term cooperation and development. Secondly, strengthen the
concept of cooperation. China's foreign trade should not only cooperate with
foreign enterprises, but also cooperate with Russia at home. In cooperation, we
should avoid "vicious competition” and further strengthen the sense of
cooperation, teamwork and overall situation [15]. Thirdly, to strengthen the
awareness of quality and law, it is necessary to further enhance the level and
quality of Hainan's trade and investment in Russia, so as to win the trust of the
Russian market. We should strengthen the concept of operation according to
law, abandon illegal trade forms, establish a civilized business image and carry
out standardized trade [16]. At the same time, Russia should also consider how
to pay more attention to and tap the potential of regional cooperation with China
from its own perspective, so as to deepen the regional cooperation between
China and Russia;

Although China is actively carrying out trade with Russia and has held
various promotion and negotiation conferences, in order to highlight the
advantages and strength of Hainan's economy and trade with Russia, we should
make full use of relevant resources to establish a think tank and think tank for
Russia's countermeasures research, and formulate China's policies, measures and
strategies for regional cooperation with Russia Direction and cooperation focus
in different periods [17]. Especially under the background of the best historical
period of Sino Russian relations, the new opportunities of Sino Russian
economy and trade, the in-depth implementation of the western development
strategy, and Russia's vigorous implementation of the Far East development
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strategy, we should seize the favorable opportunity of Russia's accession to the
WTO, highlight the advantages of various parties, vigorously expand the
Russian market, and promote the in-depth development of regional cooperation
between China and Russia.

Conclusion. To establish a new image of Russia, over the years, Chinese-
Russian regional cooperation has made gratifying achievements, but
disharmonious notes often appear, such as misunderstanding, fraud and other
non-standard behavior [18]. Among them, the integrity of the Chinese people
and the quality of Chinese goods are also frequently seen in Russian
newspapers. At present, Russia attracts foreign investment by developing
vigorously the eastern region [19]. As the leader of the Asian-Pacific economic
development, China should give full play to the advantages of the media,
improve its own image, reshape its integrity and attract Russia's greater attention
in the process of the country's in-depth implementation of the Asian- Pacific
Economic development strategy and the framework of the country's
implementation of the foreign image strategy, so as to effectively boost the in-
depth development of regional cooperation between China and Russia.

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Abstract. The development of tourism in peripheral and border areas is a driver of
regional development, and the case of South Karelia is an outstanding example of this
phenomenon due to the impact of the Russian tourist flow on the economy and development of
the region. Since the 90s of the twentieth century, cross-border tourism has developed most
intensively between the countries. The highest period of its development falls on the tenth
years of the twenty-first century. The interest of the residents of South Karelia in tourists from
Russia has always been high and positive. Russian tourists choose South Karelia as an
attractive region due to transport accessibility, well-developed infrastructure, and a rich
assortment of quality goods at affordable prices. However, the interest of Russians in the
neighboring country is not limited to short-term visits. The region of South Karelia attracted
Russian tourists with the undeniable advantages of owning property for recreation in
Finland, such as environmentally friendly untouched nature, developed infrastructure,
security, but at the same time, territorial proximity to the North-Western regions of Russia.
The data confirm that Russians owned up to 5% of real estate in the border regions. The
defining criteria for the competitiveness of the country, and South Karelia in particular, are a
combination of security, respect for human rights and freedoms, the availability of developed
infrastructure, and ample opportunities for leisure activities, which is confirmed by the results
of the Travel and Tourism Competitiveness Index report. Due to the geopolitical events of
2014, there has been a decline in Russian tourist activity. The case of South Karelia was
investigated using the analysis of statistical and analytical data. On the basis of English and
Finnish language sources, the reasons for the cross-border mobility of Russian tourists were
identified. With the help of content analysis, objects of tourist interest in the territory of South
Karelia of Finland were considered. Based on the results of the assessment of statistical data
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from the Ministry of Economic Development and Employment of Finland, the dependence of
the number of border crossings and overnight stays and, consequently, the volume of
financial spending by domestic tourists on political and operational factors was proved. As a
result, understanding this dependence and differentiation of tourist flows will allow the region
to be less dependent on the geopolitical situation.

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Abstract. The development of the far northern suburbs in the XVII-XVIII centuries was
associated with the activities of not only Cossacks, but also merchants. Their task was to
establish trade relations with the local population in the territories annexed to Russia. The
relevance of the chosen topic is due to the interest in the history of the population of the first
city of the Magadan region — Gizhiginsk. Excavations there were started by the Gizhiga
archaeological expedition in 2020. The purpose of this study is to reconstruct the genealogy
of the most influential merchant family of the Bragins in Gizhiginsk, whose individual burials
were discovered in the city cemetery. The tasks of collecting materials were solved in the
State Archive of the Magadan region, in the Russian State Historical Archive of the Far East;
a survey of the population was conducted. The study uses the analysis of archaeological,
archival and historical sources and the genealogical method. As a result, two genealogical
lines of the Bragin’s family were identified and kinship ties were revealed between family
members who lived in Gizhiginsk in the late XI1X — early XX centuries with their modern
descendants. It is established that the main sphere of activity of the Bragins was trade; gold
searches took place. The Bragins held senior positions — for many years Vasily Prokopyevich
Bragin (1827-09.06.1900) was the head of Gizhiginsk; they headed the Komsomol
organization, took an active part in the work of the rural revolutionary Committee during the
Soviet period. The tragic events of the beginning of the XX century — epidemics and
repressions took away more than 30 representatives of this family. The study of the materials
showed that the Bragins helped those who found themselves in a difficult situation, adopted
and raised orphans, donated money for medical and sanitary services of the city, the
construction of public houses. Intelligence, energy and prudence were a feature of almost all

representatives of the Bragin’s family. The obtained conclusions about the population of
Gizhiginsk can contribute to the expansion of the database on the history of the development
of the northern outskirts of Russia and, possibly, change the stereotypes adopted in Soviet
times associated with the «predatory policy of merchantsy towards the local population.

on students’ performance [1; 2; 3; 4]. Professional ethics is referred to the
principles, which the individuals need to take into account on a regular basis.
The relevance of the paper is connected with the changing context of education
that includes a number of crucial to the success factors. A modern view of
sustainability is to do with sustaining those values which underpin change and
are targeted at intercultural respectful dialogue. The author discusses the
significance of professional ethics; views the types of professional ethics;
reveals measures to improve professional ethics in the context of teaching
innovation. In higher educational institutions, the members include, heads,
professors, research scholars, administrative, technical and clerical staff
members and students. They are different from each other in terms of race,
religion, gender, age, personality traits of character, educational qualifications
and socio-economic background. Within the educational institutions, they have
their own job duties to perform. It is apparent that they need to possess essential
educational qualifications and competencies in terms of their job duties, but
apart from job knowledge, they need to be professional in their conduct.
Usually, in higher educational institutions, the individuals are well-aware in
terms of all aspects and traits that are needed to depict professionalism. But
within the course of implementation of job duties as well as within the course of
pursuance of educational programs, they should perceive the meaning and
significance of professional ethics [5]. The important aspect about higher
education is more on the level of values. The message is that ethics in higher
education means the staff members have to balance high knowledge and skills
with high integrity. The main areas in terms of which they benefit are targeted at
maintaining good terms and relationships with others, performing their job
duties in a satisfactory manner, incurring the feeling of job satisfaction and
retaining their jobs. It is not only essential for the members to generate
awareness and augment their understanding in terms jobs’ performance, but it is
vital for them to generate awareness in terms of professional ethics as well.
Research results and their discussion. The professional ethics renders a
significant contribution in enabling the individuals to become good human
beings as well as in achieving personal and professional goals. The ethics course
Is based on two main elements: moral reasoning and ethical sensitivity. The
students are supposed to be able to demonstrate knowledge of important ethical
systems; to formulate clearly their ethical position on an issue; to develop the
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arguments, which are based upon sound inferences and clear premises; and to
conduct decent library research on a topic at the end of the course [6]. Therefore,
it can be stated, meaning and significance of professional ethics is recognized,
when it is implemented in an appropriate manner within as well as outside the
University in the Russian Federation.

The objectives of Professional Ethics are:

- to ensure that all individuals are treated with respect and courtesy and
any kind of discrimination is punishable by law.

- to ensure fair treatment to all the individuals. The individuals,
particularly the ones who are in leadership positions are to take care of their
subordinates.

- to ensure that all the educators are knowledgeable and competent when
dealing with students, teaching them and making effective use of teaching-
learning methods, instructional strategies and teaching-learning materials.

- to acquire ethical understanding in terms of job duties and
responsibilities.

Professional ethics contributes to the establishment of principles and
moral standards of behavior. As in order to emerge into good human beings and
achieve personal and professional goals, it is vital for the individuals to inculcate
principles and moral standards of behavior [7].

Types of Professional Ethics. Honesty is regarded as the greatest of all
human values. Violation of academic honesty, for example plagiarism, may
enable the students to experience dire consequences, which may even include
expulsion from the educational institutions [8]

In higher educational institutions, all the members need to carry out their
job duties in a well-organized manner and achieve personal and professional
goals. Diligence facilitates in putting into practice meticulousness and
persistence; resourcefulness enables the individuals to exercise creativity and
ingenuity; conscientiousness enables the staff members to depict
industriousness, assiduousness and regularity [9]. In higher educational
institutions, it is apparent that individuals cannot work in seclusion; it is
indispensable to inculcate the traits of approachability and amiability. The heads
of the departments and associate professors are required to organize meetings in
order to discuss various matters. The staff members need to collaborate with
each other and work in order to carry out the administrative functions. The
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research scholars and students need to socialize with each other to acquire the
understanding of academic concepts and provide solutions to academic
problems and challenges; they use verbal as well as written forms of
communication [10].

Morality and ethics impart knowledge and understanding among the
individuals in terms of norms, values, principles and standards. When the
educators are performing their job duties, they need to ensure that they not just
make use of their knowledge and competencies, but also put into operation
morality and ethics. These traits enable the individuals to be professional in their
conduct, achieve desired outcomes and enhance the overall system of education.

The meaning of truthfulness can be understood in terms of various ways.
It is referred to representing the truth, telling the facts, corresponding with what
is genuine or real and speaking the truth with sincerity. For example, when
professors assign research projects to their students and underline the
importance of field research, then it is vital for the students to make field visits,
take notes, or collect information through surveys or interviews, which they
would put in their projects. In order to achieve good grades and achieve
academic goals, it is vital for the researchers and students to ensure that the
information is factual [4]. On the other hand, when the directors, heads,
professors or other staff members are to carry out their job duties or when they
need to convey any information to their superiors or subordinates or colleagues
they need to ensure that the information is truthful. Therefore, it can be stated
that when individuals depict truthfulness, they are able to augment
professionalism, achieve desired goals, acquire rewards and appreciation and
enhance the overall system of education.

Justice and autonomy are referred to as professional ethics, which render a
significant contribution in generating the feeling of contentment among the
individuals. It is vital to make provision of equal opportunities to all and to
prohibit any form of discrimination. In most cases, when research scholars,
pursuing doctoral programs are required to submit their assignments, they are
provided with autonomy to set-up their own target dates. Therefore, it can be
stated, justice and autonomy need to be focused upon in the right manner and
right direction.

Communication is regarded as the key aspect in generating information in
terms of professional ethics and depicting them. When the individuals
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communicate with their colleagues, superiors and subordinates in a polite and
respectful manner, they are regarded as professional and good-natured. In order
to depict professional ethics, it is vital for the individuals to take into
consideration various aspects in their verbal as well as written communication
[11]. Therefore, it can be stated, effective communication is the life blood in
leading to proper functioning of the educational institutions.

Calmness needs to be put into operation by the members throughout their
jobs. In some cases, the individuals are demanding and difficult to deal with,
whereas, in other cases, when the individuals have other job duties as well and
are required to complete an assignment within the limited time, they may feel
stressed. When the individuals possess a calm and composed nature, they are
able to develop logical thinking in terms of how to cope with stressful and
difficult situations. Putting into operation time management skills and forming a
schedule might be helpful. Therefore, through calmness, the individuals are able
to cope with problems and stressful situations in an effective manner.

In one’s personal as well as professional lives, the individuals are required
to undergo various psychological problems of anger, stress, anxiety and
depression. The development of abilities to cope with psychological problems is
regarded as professionalism. For example, when students need to work on their
assignments as well as go to their jobs, they may feel stressed. But when they
are determined, diligent and conscientious, they are able to develop the abilities
to cope with psychological problems.

Maintaining confidentiality in professional relationships is regarded as
professional ethics. This professional ethics enables the individuals to carry out
their job duties in a systematic and methodical manner. In higher educational
institutions, students are different from each other in terms of learning abilities.
When the students experience problems and setbacks in their academic
performance, they consult their professors and supervisors and receive ideas and
suggestions. When the professors are engaged in a conversation with them
regarding their academic performance, they usually keep the discussion
confidential. Another aspect is, when heads and professors are in a discussion
meeting, they usually keep the doors closed and keep it confidential. In some cases,
the students also keep their grades and other information regarding their
assignments confidential and do not want to share it with their fellow students.
Therefore, it can be stated that maintaining confidentiality in professional
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relationships is regarded as one of the important professional ethics that enables the
individuals to carry out their job duties in a systematic and well-organized manner.

Conclusion. It is indispensable for the individuals to formulate measures
and bring about improvements in professional ethics on a continuous basis. The
various measures that are focused upon bringing about improvements in
professional ethics have been stated and revealed.

In making ethical performance a strategic priority, a relevant code of
ethics needs to be established. In addition, clear objectives, standards, and
expectations are regarded as the key requirements for ethical performance.
Therefore, when ethical performance is made as a strategic priority, it leads to
making of wise and productive decisions.

Leadership skills will not only enable the individuals to improve
professional ethics, but will help them to carry out other tasks and activities as
well. It is the job of the leaders to guide and lead others in the right direction,
provide solutions to their problems, make provision of ideas and suggestions,
implement conflict resolution methods in an appropriate manner, and create
amiable and pleasant working environmental conditions. Furthermore, the
leaders need to be aware of modern and innovative leadership strategies.

The primary objective of the educational institutions is connected with the
students’ activity. Participation in various activities enables the students to bring
about improvements in presentation and communication skills. Therefore, in higher
educational institutions, various opportunities need to be created for encouraging
students’ participation in seminars, workshops and international conferences [12].
Collaborative online international projects are considered to be valuable practice.
Both students and instructors are able to enhance their communication abilities,
trust and reciprocity while participating in international projects.

The working environment needs to include infrastructure, materials, tools,
technologies, equipment, amenities and other facilities. When all these aspects
are available within the working environment, the individuals will not only
perform their job duties satisfactorily, but bring about improvements in
professional ethics as well.

It is vital to implement rules in educational institutions, which need to be
followed by all the members. The individuals need to treat each other with
respect and courtesy. Furthermore, they need to depict honesty and truthfulness
in the implementation of their job duties as well as in dealing with others.
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It is crucial to formulate the measures to identify the effectiveness of ethics
program in generating the desired outcomes. Therefore, when the individuals
implement methods and approaches to measure the effectiveness of ethics
program, they are able to bring about improvements in professional ethics.

Within the working environment, it is necessary for the individuals to be
committed towards their job duties and professional goals. Dedication and
punctuality enable the individuals to take responsibility and assume ownership
of their performance [5]. In case, they experience any problems or concerns,
they are required to seek help from others.

Innovation is a highly complex process, because different individuals and
cultures have different attitudes towards and beliefs about innovation. Contexts
for Engish language education vary across the globe so policy development
must be responsive to the local context. Organizational cultures lead to specific
organizational structures, so that to keep everything on course and to maintain
the status quo, looking only to the past for ideas and solutions [7]. Integrative
cultures, on the other hand, have organizational structures that use a team
approach to problem solving. Integrative organizations need leaders with a
specific set of skills so that they can manage innovations effectively. Success as
a leader is not only based on what one knows but also on how one interacts with
others. Leading for innovation requires that leaders learn skills for leadership on
the job and by participating in real team meetings or discussing among
colleagues with different points of view, resolving conflicts, or caring for and
supporting others in the workplace. In examining the local context, policy
makers need to consider teacher knowledge and beliefs, the quality and content
of teacher education programmes, local perceptions about language and
language learning. Policy makers need to ensure that organizations have
permeable structures that allow for cross-disciplinary interaction. They need to
invest in teacher education programmes that are integrative, model innovative
practice, and promote innovation.

If teachers in the Russian Federation are to adopt innovative practices, they
need to be supported with appropriate in-service education that develops their
proficiency and their pedagogical knowledge, and addresses their beliefs about
teaching. Education is to be considered as “soft power”. Policy makers need to
view teaching as a complex, cognitive activity that teachers adopt and adapt
through continuing reflective practice. Professional ethics is regarded as the set of
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principles, which are of utmost significance. When the individuals are well-aware
of their professional ethics and put them into operation in their professional lives,
they are able to benefit in a number of ways. These include, performing one’s job
duties well, maintaining good terms and relationships with others, incurring the
feelings of pleasure and contentment, and achieving personal and professional
goals. Finally, it can be stated that when all the members are able to generate
information and augment their understanding in terms of these measures, they are
able to improve professional ethics as well as achieve educational goals in a well-
organized manner. As new possibilities for the exercise of “soft power” arises, so
will new demands for its control and accountability, and with these will come
new pedagogical ideas and theories. Education as soft power concerns all of us,
so we should all be involved in that debate.
